Individual Emergency Kits

In the event of an earthquake or other disaster during school hours, all students will be cared for at school.
Parents are required to assemble and send to school an “Individual Emergency Kit” for each child. These kits
will be sorted into classroom containers so needed basic supplies will be on hand for each student. These kits
will supplement the food and beverages the schools have purchased and stored to accommodate our children for
up to 72 hours, as required by the California State Preparedness Office. More information about these kits is
listed on the attached Emergency Information sheet.

Emergency Information Form

In case of an emergency, it will be necessary to have duplicate student information forms stored on campus.
These information forms will be used to determine authorized adults for student release. It is extremely
important that parents fill out the Earthquake and Disaster Preparedness Emergency Information Form. Please
place the blue form in the in Earthquake kit and turn in the pink form to your child’s teacher. Middle school
students please turn in the pink form in at registration.

Emergency Procedures

Turn your radio to KFI 640 AM KNX 1070 AM or KFOX 93.5 for emergency announcements.

. Do not telephone the school and tie up telephone lines needed

3. Check out all students through the check out station. Students must be accounted for and
released only to the adults listed on emergency cards or emergency information form.

4. All Children will be kept at Hermosa Valley School or Hermosa View School until contact is
made with a parent or other authorized adult.

5. In case of a campus lockdown where the campus is closed off, go to the Hermosa Beach

Community center. A district representative or police official will provide information from

there.
